Directed by Ariel Dorfman, Death and the Maiden was originally written in
Spanish and set in the newly-born democracy of Chile shortly after the deposition
of dictator General Pinochet. This English translated production maintains the
naturalistic style from the original play. A split stage allows audience members to
see the play’s events unfold in this sensitive and emotional performance that uses
minimal technical effects to ask one simple question: did he do it?
